 On November 13-14, the Na-

tional Council for Social Studies (NCSS) 

held its 89th Annual Conference, which 

took place this time in Atlanta. The Pol-

ish Club of Atlanta was proud to repre-
sent the Atlanta Polish community by 

helping the American Council for Polish 

Culture to man their booth. 

 Founded in 1921, National 

Council for the Social Studies has grown 

to be the largest association in the coun-

try devoted solely to social studies edu-

cation. NCSS supports educators in 

strengthening and advocating social stud-

ies in elementary and secondary schools 

as well as in college, such as history, 

geography, economics, political science, 

sociology, psychology, anthropology, and 

law-related education. 

 The conference hosted hundreds 

of organizations promoting their social 
studies materials and offered over 500 

workshops for teachers. Every year, the 

American Council for Polish Culture takes 

part in this conference to promote Polish 

culture. This year, in remembrance of the 

70th anniversary of the beginning of the 

war, it focused on promoting the Polish 

perspectives on World War II. The Council 

also gave a presentation on perspectives on 

fear. Focusing on Poland during World 

War II, this seminar provided teachers with 

strategies for instructing students on how 

to interpret individual actions during 

times of trauma. 

 Many of teachers from Georgia, 

Alabama, Florida, Tennessee, and other 
states crowded around our booth hungry 

for materials that would help them teach 

about our country. The Council gave 

away many books and posters. To my 

great surprise, quite a large number of 

people stopped at the booth to tell us that 

they visited Poland and they wanted to 

share their love for it. Talking to us pro-

vided a link to great memories of time 

spent in Cracow, Warsaw, Gdansk, and 

other great Polish places.

 It is with great pleasure that we inform you that Georgia Ballet Resident Choreographer and Ballet Master Janusz Mazon won the 1st 
annual Ovation Award for Outstanding Dance Performance for his choreography of A Young Dancer's Guide to the Orchestra, which premiered 
with the Cobb Symphony Orchestra last March. 

 It was an elegant evening at the Strand Theatre on Monday evening, October 26th.  After a reception on the open air terrace, the pro-
gram included performances by most of the finalist nominees.  Erin-Elizabeth Watts and Noel Dupuis performed an excerpt from Janusz' newest 
work, Enigmatic Tangos.  And our advanced students graced the stage with excerpts from the classical ballet, Paquita.

 Sometimes it so happens that a person enters our lives unexpectedly and 
then, before we even know it, becomes absolutely indispensible.

 Some of us got to know Ania on a more personal level and shared in the joys 
of her engagement, wedding and then births of her children.  Ania left Atlanta in 2004 
and, most recently, lived with her husband and their two children, a 4.5-year-old 
daughter and a 2.5-year-old son, outside of London. 
 It is very difficult to talk about a life filled with plans and energy, which all of a 
sudden is gone. Ania Godowska-Louw died in a tragic car accident in Poland on her 
patronôs day, July 26, 2009. 
 We will always miss her warmth, sunny personality as well as her many talents and her 

true and faithful friendship.
